Partnership 

Besides Bucharest Academy of Economic Studies, 
Tourism and Geography Department, the projects 
partnership comprises eight experienced and reliable 
partners from seven other different countries 
(Germany, Austria, Denmark, Lithuania, Portugal, 
Turkey and the United Kingdom). They represent 
different organisations, sectors and perspectives, such 
as VET providers, universities, SMEs (Small and 
Medium-sized Enterprises) and chambers of 
commerce. 
 
 
The project kicked off with the first meeting in Bad 
Gleichenberg, Austria, from 11th to 12th January 2010. 
The project partners familiarised themselves with the 
project topic and all of the relevant issues. They have 
decided to develop five modules:

M3: Tourism and Protected Areas,  
M4: Sustainable Tourism Practice, 
M5: Intercultural Interferences.
